Five-member committee of government & industry representative to be constituted: CM Trivendra

A five-member committee comprising representatives of government and industry will be constituted under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary. This committee will resolve various matters between the industry and the state government in a consistent manner as quickly as possible.

Representatives of the CII under the leadership of CII Northern Region President Sachit Jain met the Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat at Secretariat on Friday. The representatives of CII invited Uttarakhand to participate in the Investor Summit being organized by the CII in Singapore on August 20 and 21, 2018. Along with this, it was decided that the Uttarakhand will participate in the Agro Tech Conference 2018 being organized by CII in Chandigarh in December.

Chief Minister said that a five member committee of the representatives from government and industry will be constituted under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary. This committee will resolve various matters between the industry and the state government in a consistent manner and will consider increasing the maximum industrial investment in the state. In the meeting discussions were held regarding constitution of a Joint Task Force for Economic and Infrastructure Development under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary. He said that availability of electricity and law and order situation in Uttarakhand is far better than other states.

Survey work of new location for construction of Kichha-Khatima new railway line complete

Survey work of new location for the construction of Kichha-Khatima new railway line has been completed. DPR for the 51.48 km railway line to be constructed at a cost of Rs 165.67 crores will be prepared by North Eastern Railway soon. In this regard, a meeting between the Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh and General Manager, North Eastern Railway, Rajiv Aggarwal, was held at secretariat on Friday. It was also decided in the meeting that the North Eastern Railway will construct a RUB (Railway Under Bridge) at Lalkua-Kathgodam line and Kashipur town. Chief Secretary has requested the GM North Eastern Railway for starting Corbett Special Train between Ramnagar and Delhi and Dehraduun-Kathgodam Intercity Train. GM assured that soon a techno-feasibility study will be done for this.
