270 illegal encroachments demolished, 250 identified in anti-encroachment drive on Monday

In pursuance of orders of honorable High court, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes and roads for general public and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie- Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Under the anti-encroachment drive on Monday, 270 illegal encroachments were demolished and 250 illegal encroachments were identified and eleven buildings were sealed. Till date, a total of 1085 illegal encroachments have been demolished, 2817 illegal encroachments identified and 87 buildings were sealed in the anti-encroachment drive.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash reviewed the campaign to remove encroachments and identification of encroachments and further action  with anti-encroachment task force officials at a meeting held at Women Industrial Training Institute, RDT Auditorium at Survey Chowk.

Om Prakash asked the departments involved in the anti-encroachment drive namely Jal Nigam, BSNL, PWD, Power and Irrigation to work in coordination. He said that places were demolition work has been done, the concerned department should complete their work in a time bound manner so that general public is not put to any inconvenience. Om Prakash said that the zero tagging of the pillars where demolition work has been completed will be speeded up.

 Om Prakash said that after the demolition drive, the PWD and power departments have an important role in rebuilding, widening and beautification works.

He directed that from Rispana to Prince Chowk and from Survey Chowk to DEAL factory at Raipur, the estimates of road widening and beautification works should be prepared in coordination by MDDA, PWD and Power department and presented so that advance action should be ensured.

Om Prakash asked the Municipal Corporation to ensure the establishment of vending zones at the earliest. He said that a record should be maintained of the people who lost their shops in the anti-encroachment drive so that they be allotted shops in the vending zones with a transparent and impartial policy.

Om Prakash said that food inspectors be appointed at the places where food for the workers involved in anti-encroachments drive is being prepared to ensure testing of food.

Ashish Srivastava, Chief of Task Force to remove encroachments who is also vice-president of Mussoorie-Dehradun Development Authority informed that 25 per cent work of demolition, identification and sealing on main roads have been completed. On this, Additional Chief Secretary instructed that demolition work, identification and sealing of illegal encroachments on main roads should be completed by July 27, 2018.

Union Secretary, Chemical and Petrochemical P. Raghavendra Rao, who came to meet Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh at secretariat on Monday gave information about CIPET. He said that this institution to be built on 10 acres of land at Doiwala at a cost of Rs 40 crores will be the ultra modern institute in the country. This will increase the prospect of capital investment in Uttarakhand. New employment opportunities will be generated. The skill development and technical support center will also be inaugurated on Tuesday. The session of this center will be started in ITI from September. Students from this center will get 100 per cent placement.

15th Finance Commission to visit the state in October
The President of members of the 15th Finance Commission will visit the state in the month of October. The Commission will review the financial income and expenses besides the economic resources of the state. A detailed report of the financial income and expenses and the economic resources of the state will be presented to the 15th Finance Commission this month. In this connection, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh, Finance Minister Prakash Pant and Financial Adviser Indu Kumar Pandey held detailed discussion with officials of the concerned departments at secretariat on Monday.

 Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that in the presentation before 15th Finance Commission, the problems being faced by the state due to basic changes in 14thFinance Commission should be detailed. In the presentation, the details of the financial losses suffered by the state and its’ compensation should be prepared. Chief Minister said that besides forestry, the mountains and glaciers should also be included in it so that our case for ‘Green Bonus’ is strengthened. Chief Minister said that it has to be seen that how the share of the state in central taxes could be increased.  He said that due to geographical conditions, Bhagirathi eco-sensitive zone and sanctuaries, many of the hydro-electric projects are stopped which has resulted in delay in realizing the dream of making it a “Power State” besides economic losses.

 Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that the issue of economic losses due to flouting population and disaster prone areas and its’ compensation should also be appropriately included in the detailed presentation. He said that efforts should be made to present the case of the state strongly in respect of differences in income and expenses as compared to other states and its’ compensation due to it’s geographical conditions  He said that the facilities being provided to Himachal Pradesh and the arguments presented by them in this regard should also be studied. Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that all the standards of 15th Finance Commission should be studied point wise so that a comprehensive report could be prepared.

Indu Kumar Pandey, financial adviser through a presentation to the Chief Minister said that all the facts will be included in the report to be presented to the 15th Finance Commission. He said that keeping in view the deficit of resources in the state, the demand for Revenue Deficit Grant will be made to the Commission. The demand for ‘Green Bonus’ will also be raised prominently since a large part of the state comprise mountains, glaciers and sanctuaries.

CM Rawat inaugurate Drone Application Research Centre and Cyber Security Centre

Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat inaugurated the Drone Application Research Centre and Cyber Security Centre at Information Technology Bhawan at IT Park here on Monday. The Drone Training Centre and Research laboratory has been established with support from National Technical Research Organisation (NTRO).    

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that Drone Training Centre in Uttarakhand is the first centre in the country where training from ten days to three months period will be provided. He said that this will benefit youth and technical education and increase the avenue of employment. He said that polytechnique colleges will also be selected to provide drone application programme. He said that the Cyber Security Centre will help keep a check on cyber crime and nab the criminals.

Alok Joshi, President of NTRO said that cyber security and drone application are concepts of smart policing and there was need for cyber security and drone application centre at Dehradun. He said that cyber security cannot be run depending upon only a single organization and there is need to train a large number of people. He said that NTRO is ever ready to help the police and hoped that the centre will become a hub of drone activity and research in the coming days.

Uttarakhand Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh said that there is steep increase in the demand of cyber security experts. He said that there are many challenges before Uttarakhand to check cyber crimes. He said that with the establishment of Drone Application Research centre and Cyber Security Centre, more opportunities will be available for Uttarakhand.

Uttarakhand government and NTRO had signed a MOU in December 2017 for setting up  Drone Research Laboratory and Training centre. This included setting up of ultra- modern centre for drone research, setting up of a training centre with latest technology, forest survey, use and development of drone for rescue and relief during disasters. The government propose to train students, police, forest, disaster management and security personnel at the Drone Research Training Centre. The Drone Laboratory will help deployment of security forces in remote and far flung areas based on real time information through satellite, keep eye on forest, vigilance against forest smugglers and disaster management.

For Cyber Security Training Centre, MOU was signed between Uttarkhand government and National Critical Information Infrastructure Protection Centre (NCIIPC), Government of India in December 2017. It was aimed at providing infrastructure for important information and help maintain cyber cleanliness. The police, IT, government servants and students will be trained in the investigation of cyber crime and finer points of cyber security. This will help check growing cyber crime in the state as well as in the country including cyber crime, cyber fraud and cyber threats. This will also play an important role in cyber crime police stations, cyber crime investigations and forensic in the state and the country.  The Chief Minister also inaugurated and inspected the Digital Investigation Training and Analysis Centre at Police Communication Training centre.

On the occasion, Ganesh Joshi, legislator, DGP Anil Raturi, Additional Director General (ADGs) Ashok Kumar and R.S.Meena, Secretary IT R.K. Sudhanshu, Director, ITDA Amit Sinha were present.

CM Trivendra reviews development works in assembly constituencies of Haridwar

On Monday, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat reviewed the development works in assembly constituencies of Haridwar district through video conferencing. Mainly the implementation of the Chief Ministers’ announcements was reviewed. In the meeting, in-charge Minister of Haridwar district Mr. Satpal Maharaj, Cabinet Minister Mr. Madan Kaushik, MLA Mr. Kunwar Pranav Singh Champion, Mr. Deshraj Karanwal, Mrs. Mamta Rakesh, Mr. Pradeep Batra, Mr. Sanjay Gupta, Mr. Suresh Rathore, Mr. Furkan Ahmed, Mr. Adesh Chauhan, Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh, Additional Chief Secretary Mr. Om Prakash, along with senior officials of the government, District Magistrates and other district level officers were present.

After the meeting, giving information to the media, cabinet minister said that in today's review meeting, the opposition party MLAs were also present. The development of the region is most important. We all have to jointly take the state ahead. He said that out of 25 announcements in Haridwar rural area, work on 17 is complete and 8 is underway. In Ranipur, out of 17 announcements, work on 7 is complete and 5 are underway. In Haridwar area, out of 28 announcements, work on 11 is complete and 10 are under progress. In Bhagwanpur, work on all 10 announcements is under progress. In Jwalapur, out of 16 announcements, work on 8 is complete and 8 are under progress. In Jhabrera, work on all 5 announcements is complete. In Piran Kaliyar, work on 2 announcements is complete and 10 are under progress. In Roorkee, out of 20 announcements, work on 12 is complete and 8 are under progress. In Khanpur, out of 57 announcements, work on 42 is complete and 13 are under progress. In Laksar, out of 29 announcements, work on 23 is complete and 6 are under progress. In Manglaur, out of 9 announcements, work on 1 is complete and 7 are under progress.

Earlier in the meeting Chief Minister instructed the officers to complete the necessary formalities as soon as possible to complete the various development projects. He said that the implementation of the Chief Minister's announcement should be seen on the ground within the stipulated time. He said that such a system should be there in place that doctors in the hospitals are available during the government holidays and night hours as well.

During the review of the Haridwar Assembly Constitunecy, it was told that in the ashrams, where there are no business activities, have been exempted from House Tax. House Tax on Dharmashalas has also been reduced by one third. In the Adarsh ​​Nagar and Vivek Vihar, Rs.1.57 crores have been sanctioned for construction of CC. The work has begun. Tender for installation of 35 handpumps has been completed. DPR of Rs 2.20 crores for the maintenance of Haridwar Urban Drinking Water Scheme is being prepared.  For the construction of Aastha Path from Deendayal Park to Chandi bridge in Namami Gange, there is a plan of Rs 6 crore from Webcos. For distributors under the PMKSY, a proposal of Rs 531 lakhs has been sent to the Government of India. Master plan for the planned development of Haridwar will be prepared. The construction work of parking in Laljiwala and Pawandham will be done under ADB. Places have been identified for modern toilets. Before the year 2021, high-tech CCTV will be installed for traffic control in Haridwar. Estimates will be prepared soon. 10 High Mast Lights have been installed, whereas sites are being selected for 10 more. Tendering is being done for LED Screen for Aarti Darshan. DPR of 75 meter span bridge is being made to connect the Kharkhari Cremation Ground with NH 58. The proposal of 10 per cent sewerage in Haridwar has been submitted to the Government of India. Under the Amrit Yojana, the problem of water logging will be resolved. Apart from this, there are many construction works of internal roads and drains besides other construction activities.

In the Ranipur Assembly Constituency, 40 handpumps are being set up. Work is in progress. Proposal for construction of lining in distributries in Bhadarabad have been submitted to Government of India. Rs 9.65 crore DPR for the renovations of Shivalik Urban Drinking Water Scheme.  Rs 485 lakhs approved for construction of Nullah and tiles in the Valmiki Basti. Tehri displaced BHEL, Shiv Mandir Subhashnagar road widening will be completed by March 2019. Construction of drain from Shiva temple to Barasati Nullah. Rs.1.17 crore approved for road-drain reconstruction at Darshan Lal. A playground will be built in Bhadarabad. DPR for the tube wells and new pipeline for drinking water in Bhadarabad is being prepared. A building will be constructed at Girls Inter College in Jwalpur-Dhirwali. DPR is being prepared for the new drinking water line in Tira.

In Bhagwanpur Assembly Constituency, DPR for 20 handpumps has been prepared. Flood protection work will got done from NABARD in Solani river in Hasanpur. An Animal Service Center will be opened in Baheri, Sahadabad. Estimates have been prepared for the construction of the class room at Government Inter College, Sarkhedi, Iqbalpur and Mohitpur. Estimate for a Bus Stand in Bhagwanpur has been prepared. A consensus has been reached on making the Development Block Office under the state plan. Bhagwanpur would be made Municipal Council.

In Jwalapur Assembly Constituency, DPR is ready for construction of damaged bridge on Khedi-Sikroda route. DPR is ready for the construction of 50 handpumps in the Ghad region. The embankment construction will be done on the left bank of the Ratmau River. DPR is ready for the construction of two class rooms and a laboratory in Government Inter College Manubans. Instructions have been issued to make estimates for the construction of class room and laboratory at Buggawala Girls Inter College. A modern toilet will be constructed in Jwalapur. DPR is ready for bridge construction on the Daluwala-Laralwala-Dhanori route. CC route in Khedi-Sikohpur-Danda Hassangarh will be completed by September. Road side drain will be constructed from Jwalapur to Vadhwa Shaheed. The work of road construction from Buggawala to Daudbassi is almost complete.

In Jhabrera Assembly Constituency, land for the bus stand will be identified in ten days time. DPR for the installation of 25 handpumps are ready. A financial proposal for the construction of two class rooms in the Government Girl Inter College, Lakhnauta has been sent. Light will be installed in Jhabrera Nagar Panchayat.

In Piran Kaliyar Assembly Constituency, 10 handpumps will be installed for which approval will be granted in 15 days. The work of the tube well installation has been approved. Work of preparing the Master Plan for the well planned development of Piran Kaliyar is in progress. Tourism Information Center will be constructed in Piran Kaliyar. DPR will be prepared within one week. The land for the bus stand will be selected soon.

In Roorkee Assembly Constitunecy, DPR for the 85 meter span bridge will be ready by August. DPR for multiple parking is ready. Work of the Master Plan for planned development of Roorkee is in progress.

In Laksar Assembly Constituency, 50 handpumps are to be installed out of which 25 have been approved. DPR for the modernisation of the damaged drinking water pipeline is ready. The construction of the wire crate in Ganga River has been approved. Work of flood security in village Rampur Raihatti, water distribution system under NABARD, construction of wall and laboratory at GI C Niranjanpur have to be done. Land is being selected for parking. Similarly, DPR has been approved for many routes.

In Khanpur Assembly Constitunecy, a plan is being prepared for ending the problem of water logging in village Karanpur. Under NABARD, DPR is being prepared for the tube wells and water distribution system. Two chambers are being made in GGIC Landhaura. DPR of 4 irrigation tube wells is being prepared. Work of 20 handpumps is being done in a phased manner. Drinking water tank is being made in Shailabag, Kalsia and village Khanpur. A survey for widening of the Laksar- Landhaura Roorkee route is being done. Here, more than two dozen routes will be completed by October.

Education holds meeting with SIT on the issue of fake documents of teachers

A joint meeting of the education department and the Special Investigative Team (SIT) formed to probe the forged educational documents of some teachers working in primary education department was held under the chairmanship of State School Education Minister Arvind Pandey at Secretariat on Monday.

The Education Minister reviewed the progress made by the SIT in the matter. On the complaint of Deputy Education Officer, Bahadarabad that two clerks namely Pawan Kumar and Manoj Chauhan are not cooperating in the probe, the minister ordered the transfer of those two clerks to far flung areas in far off districts. He also ordered registration of FIRs against accused teachers in 20 cases recommended by the SIT and also ordered action against appointment officers in those cases. 
The state government had ordered an investigation by SIT after it was found in an inquiry that some of the teachers appointed in primary schools as well as in Inter colleges in the past five years were having fake educational documents.  In this regard, the service records of 7047 teachers appointed between 2012 till 2016 were provided to the SIT and 10485 documents have been received after verification. Apart from these complaints against 365 teachers received from various sources, 161 complaints have been disposed off.  The verification of documents of all those teachers who joined between 2012 till 2016 and provided by education department has been going on.    

Incharge SIT Shweta Chaubey informed the Education Minister that after the verification of documents of 42 teachers, the SIT has recommended registration of FIR in 20 cases to the education department and investigation in 22 cases is going on. The Incharge SIT said that universities and colleges are demanding fee for verification of educational documents by the police. She said that for police verification there should not be any charge. The Education Minister assured to plead the case effectively and asked the education department to provide the money required for any such fee.

Secretary Education Dr. Bhupender Kaur Aulakh, Director General Captain Alok Shekhar Tewari, Director, Secondary Education R.K. Kunwar, Additional Director Education Ramkrishan Uniyal, Virender Rawat, officials of education department of SIT participated in the meeting.
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
