Relief operations in full swing in areas of Chamoli district affected with heavy rainfall & landslides

On account of the heavy rainfall and landslides in the Tharali, Ghat and Chamoli in district Chamoli on  Monday morning, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has given instructions to the district administration to distribute food and necessary assistance in the affected areas.  Instructions have been issued to the Public Works Department and PMGSY officials for speedy repair of a motor bridge and 08 foot bridges damaged by heavy rain and landslide. Power Department has been directed to ensure smooth power supply in the affected areas and drinking water department officials were instructed to get the damaged water pipelines repaired for smooth water supply. According to the forecast by the Meteorological Department, there is possibility of rains at most places in the state. In view of this, the Chief Minister has instructed all the District Magistrates to stay alert.

Secretary Disaster Management Amit Negi said that in order to provide assistance, in the past, funds of Rs 05-05 crore have already been made available to all the District Magistrates. He said that the material is being distributed by district administration as per the requirement in the affected areas.

It may be mentioned that 41 families have been affected due to heavy rainfall and landslides in the Tehsil Tharali, Ghat and Chamoli of ​​district Chamoli. Relief materials is being provided by joint teams of the revenue, disaster management and police after inspecting the affected areas. Relief camps have been set up for families affected by heavy rain, where they are been provided food and lodging.

CM Rawat for preserving culture through traditional fairs, inaugurates ‘Sharvani’ fair at Jageshwar  

Besides promoting religious tourism, to protect our culture which is getting extinct there is need to give priority to organize traditional fairs. This was stated by Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat while inaugurating the ‘Shravani Fair’ at Jageshwar, today.  He said that the group of temples of Jageshwar attracts tourists coming from outside and we must pay attention towards its conservation and beautification. He said that the state government with an aim to promote tourism and religious tourism is preparing an annual calendar of important fairs and budget is being allocated for holding these fairs from tourism and culture departments.

 Chief Minister said that Jageshwar has made a place for itself on the tourist map and collective efforts are needed to make it a fifth ‘Dham’. He said that work has been going on an ambitious plan to beautify the place by Union Tourism Ministry and temple committee is coordinating with the union ministry.     

 Chief Minister said that a proposal to have sewer line at Jageshwar will be submitted after survey so that ‘Jata Ganga’ river is saved from pollution. He directed the district administration that the sewerage water should not go into Jata Ganga and gave a time of three months to the people. He said that strict action will be taken against the defaulters if sewerage water continues to pollute the river after the deadline.   

 Chief Minister said that the classes at Almora Medical College will start from next academic session. He said that with an aim to raise the standard of education, efforts are being made to start a residential school for girls with the help of Himjyoti Foundation and land has been selected for the same. There is plan to open an international level school in which poor but academically brilliant students can get admission. The Kumoan Commissioner and District Magistrate have been directed to select a place for the school.

Chief Minister said that special efforts are needed to ensure that pilgrims and tourists coming from outside the state do not face any inconvenience. He also released Hindu New year calendar and said that the ‘Chaulai Laddos’ prepared by women self help groups should be distributed as ‘Prasad’ at the temple.

Sports Minister Arvind Pandey holds meeting with sports bodies to promote sports
With an aim to promote sports and encourage young players, Uttarakhand Sports and Youth welfare Minister Arvind Pandey held a meeting with office-bearers of different sports organizations at secretariat on Monday. He sought the problems faced by different sports bodies and assured to solve them. The Uttarakhand Sports Minister Arvind Pandey also directed the Joint Secretary,Sports to start a toll free number to listen to the problems being faced by sports persons.  
The Minister also sought a list of national and international players from the different sports bodies in their respective fields and also asked them to sent him a report of their achievements in their sport. He also asked the sports organizations to give him a proposal on the facilities that could be provided by the state government.
The Sport minister Arvind Pandey appointed AssistanT director S.K. Sharki, as nodal officer to llok into the problems faced by the sports bodies and circulated his number to the office-bearers of the different sports bodies.  
The Sports Minister expressed his displeasure at the delay in the registration/  renewal of sports bodies and directed that the person incharge should be changed and asked the sports officers to review and act accordingly. On the demand for training of Baseball players in Suddhowala area, the minister directed that five acre land should be searched for the purpose.  For training of Judo players, he directed the Joint Director, Sports to provide space for training in maharana Pratap sports Stadium.
The Sports minister said that the purpose of holding meeting with different sports organizations was to find solution to the problems being faced in nurturing young players. He said that to sort out the problems between two rival football association , a meeting will be held with the office-bearers within a week.
 Kayaking and Rafting association secretary and Kedarnath legislator Manoj Rawat said that infrastructure facilities for kayaking at Roorkee and Salalam sports at chandrapuri (rudraprayag) are available. He called for holding of a permanent camp for water sports training in the state.
Satish Sharma, general Secretary of Judo association said that by providing priority in jobs, scholarships and training facilities will attract youth towards sports. Karate Association office bearers sought a place for training players at Tehri.

Kosi River revival campaign started on Harela

· Chief Minister started the programme from Shiva's Tapsthali Rudradhari

· More than 1.67 lakh saplings planted

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has asserted that Kosi revival campaign will be successful with public participation. On the occasion of the Harela Festival, a symbol of happiness, prosperity and greenery, the Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra launched the extensive tree plantation campaign from Kantali for the protection of the River Kosi.     

Chief Minister said that this pious programme has been started from Rudradhari – the Tapsthali of Lord Shiva. A record is being set by the plantation of 1,67,755 saplings through mass participation.  The state government has taken the initiative to revive Rispana (Rishiparna) river in Dehradun and the Kosi River in the historic district Almora. This campaign is being started near the world's famous tourist destination Kausani that will spread its message across the world. Similarly, on July 22, a target of planting 2.50 lakh trees in Rispana, Dehradun, has been set. Chief Minister said that for the protection of the river, we all have to pay special attention to protect these planted trees for a period of five years, along with special focus on the cleaning of the rivers.

After this, in a program organized in Bal Vidya Mandir, the Chief Minister said that the state government is giving priority to the works of water conservation. We must pay special attention to the conservation of conventional Dhare Naule. The Chief Minister urged villagers to take the maximum benefit of the public welfare schemes being run by the government. He said that the state government will cover all the 27 lakh families of the state under the Ayushman Bharat - Ayushman Uttarkhand scheme. Health insurance upto Rs. 5 lakh per annum for each family will be provided by the state government. Under this scheme, Uttarakhand will be the first state in India to provide health insurance to the entire state. Chief Minister said that the state government is paying special attention to basic needs such as health, education and drinking water. In order deal with the disaster, the Disaster Management Department has already been alerted. Along with this, all the District Magistrates have been instructed to keep the arrangements in place to deal with the disaster and along with it, money has also been allocated to them.

Chief Minister announced the Damrikaran of the Katli-Pachis Motorway during the programme. He also said that for the mobile tower here, he has sent his recommendation to the Central Government. While paying tributes to Late Kamal Ram Arya, he said that state government will provide proper support to his family. It is worth mentioning that Late Shri Kamal Ram Arya, while travelling on foot, had worked for a long time for the revival of Kosi River.

Union Minister of State for Textiles Mr. Ajay Tamta, State BJP President Mr. Ajay Bhatt, Minister of State for Women Welfare Smt. Rekha Arya, along with others, while addressing the programme, reiterated the commitment to make this pious work a success.
