70 illegal encroachments demolished, 115 identified in anti-encroachment drive on Thursday
Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash has informed that in pursuance of orders of honorable court, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes, roads and other places and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie- Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Under the anti-encroachment drive on Thursday, 70 illegal encroachments were demolished and 115 illegal encroachments were identified. Till date, a total of 2266 illegal encroachments have been demolished, 4789 illegal encroachments have been identified and 95 buildings sealed during the anti-encroachment drive.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash said that UPCL officials have been instructed to speed up the work of removal of transformers, electricity lines, electricity poles, HT and LT lines which are coming under the purview of encroachments.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash instructed UPCL officials that those transformers, electricity lines, electricity poles, HT and LT lines which have been marked as red should be immediately removed. Similarly other departments should also start the required work in a time bound manner.

Om Prakash asked the PWD officials to start the work of leveling of roads so that general public is not put to any inconvenience.

Om Prakash also asked the City Commissioner Municipal Corporation to speed up the work of removal the debris of the demolished buildings, boundary walls from the roads.  He said that administration has been getting continuous support of the general public in the anti-encroachment drive.

Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat visited AIIMS hospital, Rishikesh to enquire about the condition of 14 passengers injured in a bus accident at Kirgani on Chamba-Uttarkashi national highway on Thursday. The Chief Minister prayed for early recovery of those injured. He asked Dr. Ravikant, Director of AIIMS, Rishikesh that there should not be any slackness in the treatment of those injured and the state government will provide every possible help to them in their treatment.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that such accidents are very sad and a magisterial enquiry has been ordered into the accident. He said that a solid work plan will be formulated to prevent such accidents in future.  Chief Minister said that the injured were brought to the AIIMS hospital in two helicopters and state government will help provide all possible help to them,

Chief Minister said that instructions have been given to provide Rs. Two lakh each to the next of kin of the deceased and Rs.50,000 to the injured. Gangotri legislator Gopal Singh Rawat and Health advisor Dr. Naveen Baluni were also present.

State level meeting of PMKSY held

State level meeting of Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana (PMKSY) was held under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh. In the meeting held on Thursday at Secretariat, Annual Work Plan of Rs 787 crore for the year 2018-19 was approved. Chief Secretary directed that the work of rain water conservation should be done on priority basis.

Chief Secretary Irrigation Anand Bardhan said that in the year 2017-18, this scheme provided irrigation facility in 10978.47 hectare area. This has benefitted 24711 farmers. 49737 metric tonne grain, 6135 metric tonne pulses, 1182 metric tonne Oil seeds; in all 57054 metric tonne production has increased. It was informed in the meeting that in the year 2018-19, total area of ​​94408.84 hectares will be covered. This will benefit 64199 people. In this, 1497 water conservation structures would be constructed in area of ​​927 hectares and 7327 people will be benefited.

From 35 hectare irrigation channels, 20500 pipes, 912 supplemental irrigation systems, 82 repair work, 1500 people will be benefitted. In 55880.04 hectare area, 3158.95 km minor irrigation channel, 3178 pond, 1013475 meter pipeline will be laid. 7758.8 hectares of area under micro irrigation will be covered. This will benefit 9903 people. Under the water storage, 4356 water conservation structure, 6200 meter pipeline, 2510 soil moisture protection, fodder development in 717 hectare area, through 2324 self-help groups, work to provide livelihood would be done.

The meeting was attended by Joint Secretary, Government of India Dr. Tarsem Chand, Secretary Agriculture Mr. D. Senthil Pandian, Project Director Watershed Mr. Kapil Kumar, Additional Secretary Forest Mr. Dheeraj Pandey, Director Agriculture Gauri Shankar and other officials.

CS holds meeting on Integrated farming system  

Integrated Farming System is being promoted which would benefit farmers in hilly areas having small land holdings. A farm machinery bank has been established. Agricultural equipment is being given in groups so that farmers are less burdened.

This information was given in a meeting presided over by Chief Secretary Utpal kumar Singh. The approval committee of the Agriculture development scheme sanctioned a work plan worth Rs.21 crore.  Joint Secretary, Government of India informed that the innovative initiative in agriculture field in Uttarakhand will be implemented in other states also. The farmers are getting benefitted with the implementation of DBT and Soil Checking Card. Point of Sale (Pos) machine has a facility to inform about the requirement of nutrients in the land while buying fertilizers.  Through Integrated farming, farmers can enhance their income by adopting fish farming, poultry, poly house farming and selling saplings of fruit trees with farming. It was informed that six aromatic plant valleys are being developed in the state.  The work to make Peda Valley in Pauri and Auli valley in Chamoli district as aromatic plan valleys has started.  

Regarding Soil Health card Scheme, It was informed that on the basis of soil testing by farmers, fertilizers are being used. Fertilizers are being distributed through DBT. Through soil testing recommendations on use of fertilizers and DBT, a total of 58 thousand tonne of fertilizer use has decreased.  With use of fertilizers based on Soil testing culture and DBT, unnecessary sale of fertilizers have come down. The information about sale of fertilizers is uploaded on portal and administration verifies if any farmer is buying more than one hundred bags of fertilizer. It is also ensured that fertilizers are not used by farmers or the buyers. This has put a check on the use of more Urea fertilizers. This has affected other farmers also. It was informed that where sale of Urea fertilizers have decreased there is increase in the sale of micro-nutrients and other fertilizers.

  The officials were instructed that WhatsUp group of progressive farmers should be formed so that they exchange ideas with each other. This will help them get information about government schemes as well as marketing. Agriculture Secretary informed that there are applicants for 3900 clusters under organic farming and selection process by agriculture, horticulture, herbal farming institute Camp is underway. A total of 3500 clusters have been selected. Earlier, PGS certification was done under 11700 hectares in 585 clusters.  This year a target of 65,000 hectares of third party verification is fixed.   Secretary Agriculture informed that Central government has given a grant of Rs.40 crore for farm mechanization in the current financial year from which more farm machinery banks are being established. Instructions were issued that equipment should be purchased for farm machinery banks as per local needs and conditions.

 Secretary Animal Husbandry R. Meenakashi Sundram gave information about FMD and works being undertaken Goat and Wool development Board. He informed that three breeding farms at Kedarkantha, Peepal Koti, and Dunda are being developed to benefit the farmers. The farmers are being trained under Ahilya Bai Holkar Scheme. For trout fish farming, places in Rudraprayag and Chamoli districts have been selected and beneficiary farmers  have formed cooperative societies there.

 Dr. Tarsem Chand, Joint Secretary, Agriculture, Cooperative and Farmers Welfare, New Delhi, representatives of   Union Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Agriculture Secretary D. Senthil Pandian, District Magistrate, Dehradun S. A. Any laxity in development works not to be tolerated: CM

· Ensure implementation of CM announcements in time bound manner

· Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat reviewed the development works in all the Assembly constituencies of the district Nainital

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat reviewed the progress of development works of all the assembly constituencies of Nainital district through video conferencing at Secretariat on Thursday. In-charge Minister Nainital Mr. Madan Kaushik, MLA Kaladungi Mr. Banshidhar Bhagat, MLA Ramnagar Mr. Dewan Singh Bisht, MLA Nainital Mr. Sanjeev Arya, MLA Bhimtal Mr. Ram Singh Kaira, MLA Lalkuan Mr. Navin Chandra Dumka, Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh, Additional Chief Secretary Mr. Om Prakash, Principal Secretary Mr. Anand Bardhan, Secretary Mr. Amit Singh Negi and senior officials of the administration were present in the meeting. It was informed in the meeting that total 66 announcements were made for all the assembly constituencies of Nainital district from March 18, 2017 to July 18, 2018 by the Chief Minister. Out of total of 66 announcements, as many as 30 have been completed and the proceedings on 30 are under progress.

Lalkuan: While expressing his dismay over the delay in implementing the announcement and slow progress pertaining to the construction of mini stadium in the name of Shaheed Mohan Nath Goswami in Bindukhata of Lalkuan, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra directed the concerned officers to ensure the work is done in a speedy manner. In this regard, it was informed by officials of the Youth Welfare Department that land has been made available for construction of mini stadium in Bindukhata and proceedings for the financial and administrative approval are on.

Bhimtal: During the review of the development works of the Bhimtal area, Chief Minister made it clear that the officials should consider the announcement as an order and any negligence in implementation of the announcement would not be tolerated. It was informed in the meeting that a provision of Rs. 3.5 crores has been made by the School Education Department regarding the announcement to increase the grant amount from Rs. 3 crores to Rs. 5 crores annually to the Sainik School Ghorakhal in the Bhimtal area by the State Government. The remaining Rs 1.5 crore rupees will be arranged through the first supplementary demand. Taking the issue of the delay in the increased amount of food allowance (Rs 17.50 to Rs 36) of the students of Uttarakhand in Sainik School Ghorakhal seriously, the Chief Minister rebuked the officials of the education department for their negligence and issued instructions to resolve the matter soon. Chief Minister instructed that in order to start computer education in Government Inter College, Okhlakanda, Bhimtal and for the widening of the 8 km road from Shaheed Indra Singh Bargali to Khansyut motor road, the GO should be issued within a week. On the request of Bhimtal MLA, Chief Minister instructed the Chief Secretary to send a letter to BSNL to complete the process of establishing mobile tower in Okhlakanda.

Nainital: On the delay in the project of the construction of multi-story parking in Nainital, Chief Minister issued orders for a probe into the matter by third party. Chief Minister said that the negligence of officials will not be tolerated. Chief Minister while expressing his displeasure, asked the officers that regarding various schemes, why there is delay in submitting proposals from the districts.

Haldwani: It was informed by the officials that the estimation has been received for the beautification of the water mill of Haldwani Damuadhunga and GO will be issued within 15 days. At the cost of Rs. 321 lakh, the proceedings are on for the widening of the road, parking and beautification in front of Dr. Sushila Tiwari Government Hospital. Proposal has been received in connection with the construction of Haldwani Jail Roundabout and Musical Fountain at a cost of Rs. 64.95 lakh and GO will be issued within 15 days. GO has been issued pertaining to the appointment of District Level Nodal Officer for the soldiers working in Haldwani.

Kaladungi: Expressing dissatisfaction over the high cost and poor quality of construction of overhead water tank in Kaladungi, the Chief Minister told the Secretary Peyjal that the matter should be taken seriously by the concerned officials and it should be thoroughly investigated. Under the Development Block Kotbagh in Kaladungi, under the Pabalgarh Rural Water Project, proceedings for tendering for the renovation of drinking water line of Pabalgarh and Manakanthpur and the expansion of drinking water line from the main source to the water tank are underway.  Proceedings are on for the expansion of the overhead tanks and drinking water pipe lines in Chandrapur of Gram Sabha Ratanpur. Five hand pumps will be installed in various villages in the Ramnagar branch, which are lacking water facility within a week. Proceedings for the tube well and construction of over head water tank and drinking water line in Sai Vihar of village Lohariasaal, construction of electric crematorium Chitrashala Ghat Ranibagh  and introducing agriculture in Kotbagh College are on. Renovation work of the inner roads of Chandnichek Ghurdaura, Kishanpur, Ghurdaura and Haripur Jamansingh has been completed.

Ramnagar: It was informed that construction of embankment of Ramnagar Pampapuri-Bharatpuri, flood control work in Teda will be completed by October. For the restoration of the Ramnagar College, the DPR will be ready within a week. Proceedings are on for improving the arrangements at the Ramdutt Joshi Joint Hospital and construction of wall toilet at Ramnagar College. The DPR related to the construction of multi-storey parking on empty land of Ramnagar old Tehsil will be ready within a month. Estimation has been received regarding the construction of Bus Stand in Ramnagar and the proceedings are on.

CM Rawat condole deaths in bus accident, announce grant of rs. Two lakh each to next of kin of deceased
Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has expressed deep sorrow at the bus accident that took place at Kirgani on Chamba-Uttarkashi national highway in Tehri Garhwal district today.  Expressing his heartfelt sympathies with the families of the deceased, he prayed to the Almighty to grant them patience in this hour of grief.
On getting information about the accident, Chief Minister immediately instructed the district administration to start rescue and relief operations and ensure proper medical treatment of those injured. On the instructions of Chief Minister, two cabinet ministers namely Yashpal Arya and Subodh Uniyal reached the spot of the accident to supervise the rescue and relief work. The seriously injured passengers were airlifted by a helicopter to AIIMS, Rishikesh.     
The Chief Minister has announced a grant of Rs. Two lakh each to the next of kin of those deceased and Rs.50,000 eaxch to the injured immediately.  As per the State Disaster Mitigation and Management Centre, Dehradun information, a total of 31 passengers were travelling in the ill-fated bus. Fourteen passengers were reportedly killed h while 17 others were injured in the accident as per the information. District Magistrate, SSP, SDM, tehsildar, police, fire and disaster relief teams along with 108 ambulances are present on the spot.
