CS for completion of project in border district of Champawat and Pithoragarh

 The development schemes of the border districts of Champawat and Pithoragarh which touches Nepal should be completed in a given time frame. No slackness would be tolerated in these top priority schemes. Uttarakhand Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh was reviewing the progress of these projects through video conferencing on Friday. Chief Secretary instructed the Forest department to give permission of RVM clearance by tomorrow.

It was informed that for the 1.3 kilometer long road to be built from Tanakpur barrage to Nepal on the banks of Sharda river in the Indian territory, 30 thousand cubic meter ( earth and RBM) material was required by the PWD, PIU, Tanakpu. The permission for 20 thousand cubic meter of material extracted during the building of All Weather road has been granted. The permission to get remaining 11 thousand cubic meter material from Batangad ( Tanakpur) has been sought from the administration.  Chief Secretary Instructed to speed up the work on the 1.3 kilometer long Tanakpur to Brahmadev ( Nepal) connecting road  and the 1.2 kilometer long road from Tanakpur Barrage to Nepal and the canals and roads.   

The District Magistrate informed that work on the project worth Rs.807 lakh has started by the working agency PIU, Thuligad, after sanctioning of the forest land and completion of the tender process.  The project is slated to be completed by October 2018 and is being financed by NHPC, Banbassa.

 The District Magistrate informed that the proposal of the 400 meter long bridge on Kali river connecting Khaldunga to Sirsa (Nepal) from Tanakpur to Jauljibi road  to be built at an estimated cost of Rs. 1145.40 lakh has been sent to the state government. For selecting the place of the bridge, the Indian engineers along with their Nepali counterparts have selected the site after joint inspection on May 29. After the joint inspection, the estimates were sent to the government. The Chief Secretary asked the Forest Secretary to sent the letter to the government of India to allocate the money.   

 The NHPC has applied to the Mechanical Mines to construct the 1.2 kilometer long canal from Tanakpur Barrage to Nepal to be built at a cost of Rs.75 crore. The District Magistrate informed that the working agency require 12 hectares of land for canal construction for which compensatory land has been selected at Champawat. The project has to be completed in 18 months for which tender process is going on and the NHPC has deposited the money for compensatory afforestation as required under the Forest Conservation Act.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash, Nodal officer Forest Manoj Chandran and other officers were present during the video conference.

Skill Development and Employment Minister orders inquiry on a complaint regarding irregularities in Skill Development Centres

Secretary (Incharge) Skill Development and Employment Dr. Pankaj Kumar Pandey has stated that Skill Development and Employment Minister has received a complaint regarding certain irregularities in Skill Development Centres and subletting the training by the State Training Centres to the training providers of other states. In this regard, orders have been issued to Project Director, UKSDM to investigate the matter. He stated that in case any irregularity or wrong doing is found during the inquiry, the work order of the erring centre would be cancelled immediately and strict action would be taken against the centre besides initiating proceedings to blacklist it. In case, there has been any lapse during the examination /inspection at the departmental level and if any officer /employee is found responsible for it, then strict action will also be taken against him. Skill Development and Employment Minister has also issued orders that for conducting the skill training programe funded by state government, only permanent residents of Uttarakhand state and registered institutions in Uttarakhand should be selected, so that entrepreneurship in the state is encouraged and the youth of the state will get better employment opportunities. For this, the proposal by Project Director, UKSDM has been received by the government on August 1 and correspondence for approval of the Minister is in process.

Presiding over a meeting organized in this regard, Chief Secretary, Utpal Kumar Singh instructed to develop the cluster as a model. He said that with the participation of the villagers, the cluster of the village should be developed in such a way that tourists from abroad will be attracted there. Tourists should get a traditional glimpse of the village and they should get to know their food, dressing, living and culture. Home Stay should be promoted.

In the meeting of National Rurban (Rural Urban) Mission held at Secretariat on Friday, it was finalised to provide urban facilities to the cluster of ten villages of Dhanaulti. It was told that all the villages will be developed on the basis of the theme. Simultaneously, instructions have also been given for the development of agri tourism in traditional Tharu village and Kausani in Udham Singh Nagar.

Instructions were also issued for inclusion of Kausani's tea plantation and deprived ashram set up by Mahatma Gandhi in the cluster. It was informed that survey of ten gram panchayats of Dhanualti was conducted. The cluster has been finalized in consultation with villagers. The theme was set according to their tradition and business. It was also decided that Danda valley will be developed as music and instrument, Kalvan Tengana village as agro tourism, Dhanualti as adventure, Nagruchi as jewelry and art, Dunda as Himalayan Bird, Goth as herbs and spices, Khaneri as vegetables and local fruits, Fidogi as agriculture, Bidkot as local dance and villages of Dwali Phool and Uniyal as freedom fighter village.
