Ashes of Former Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee will be immersed in Ganga at Haridwar on Sunday

The ashes of former Prime Minister Late Atal Bihari Vajpayee will be immersed at Har- ki- Pairi in river Ganga at Hariwdar on August 19 (Sunday). The family member of Late Atal Bihari Vajpayee will immerse the ashes at Har-ki-Pairi in Ganga river.

For the safety of Uttarkashi and to facilitate pilgrims and tourists to Gangotri, he gave a special economic package of Rs.250 crore for the treatment of Varaunavarat landslides. For his love for  Uttarakhand, the people of Uttarakhand also have great respect and love for him , “ he said.

 Chief Minister said that the life of Late Atal ji was inspired by river Ganga. He said that on this occasion Union Home Minister Rajnath Singh, BJP national President and Rajya Sabha member Amit Shah and Uttar Pradesh chief minister Yogi Adityanath will be present.
