State government is constantly working to develop basic infrastructure for industrial development in state: CM Trivendra
Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat held a meeting with the delegation of the Kumaon-Garhwal Chamber of Commerce and Industries and the SIIDCUL Worker Welfare Association at Secretariat on Tuesday to resolve the various problems of industries in the state.

Chief Minister said that 32 doctors have been appointed recently to provide health facilities to the workers working in large number of industrial estates in Udham Singh Nagar, out of which, 31 doctors have started their services in hospitals. At the same time, the doctors working on the contract have not been removed, so that adequate medical facilities are available. The construction work of a hundred-bed hospital in Rudrapur is in progress.

Chief Minister has directed the officers concerned to examine the suggestion of making the rent/transfer process of the shed/plots in state industrial estates simple and levy free. Chief Minister invited suggestions from the industrial representatives in connection with the closure of the VAT arrears from the year 1988 till financial year 2016-17 and the scheme to be brought for interest/penalization. He also issued instructions to the Public Works Department for the construction of the MPDG route to Aharpura-Kataiya route in Mahuakheraganj in Kashipur.

Along with it, Chief Minister instructed to examine the suggestion to remove rice from the schedule of Mandi committee. A proposal for amendment of increase in 10 percent fee under the Factory Act every year will be brought in the Cabinet. Chief Minister said that the state government is constantly working to develop basic infrastructure for industrial development in the state.

         Pension and salary held up from past three years paid
         Payment made within three months of lodging complaint on CM App
Dr. K.P.Joshi, Senior Physician had retired from Base Hospital, Srinagar in June 2015. Because of the system issues, even after lapse of three years, Dr. Joshi did not get the pension and also the 21 months remaining salary. Dr. Joshi has applied at Srinagar Base Hospital, Health Directorate and at government level and requested to start the pension and clear the remaining salary. But in the three years, he only got disappointment. Thereafter, someone told him about the CM App and suggested that he should lodge his complaint there online. Dr. Joshi, who had lost faith in the system, was surprised when he was contacted by the CM's office within 24 hours of lodging the complaint and the full details of the matter were taken from him. From this Dr. Joshi got hopeful again. Within 72 hours, the instructions of the CM office, the Health Directorate swung into action on the complaint and the proceedings started.

Within just one and half/two months, Dr. Joshi got the remaining salary for 21 months and pension also started. Dr. Joshi said that during his tenure, he had served on high posts. He had been personal physician of the former Governor of Uttarakhand and many former Chief Ministers. Even then, because of the flaws in the system, his problem was not being resolved. Thanking the Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat, Dr. Joshi said that the CM App is like a boon for people like him. The speed with which the complaints on CM App are settled is commendable.

Similarly, Dr. K.P. Joshi's wife, Dr. Sushma Joshi was a senior pathologist in Doon Hospital. She too retired in December 2015. Dr. Sushma Joshi said that even after two and a half years, her pension was not started. When she went to Doon Hospital in connection with his pension, it was said that his letter was in the Directorate of Health and when she used to visit Health Directorate, the reply was that the letter was with Doon Hospital. She had to make several rounds for her pension. On this, she filed an online complaint on the CM App. She was immediately contacted by the CM Office. All information was taken from the Directorate of Health. On the instructions of CM office, the necessary formalities were completed by the Health Directorate and her pension was started within two months of lodging the complaint. Dr. Sushma Joshi has thanked the Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat and said that everyone should take advantage of such a good App.

CM Trivendra reviews preparations for Investors Summit

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat has said that foolproof arrangements should be ensured for the investors Summit. All the preparations should be made by the end of this month. All essential information should be easily available to the entrepreneurs and investors, who will be attending the summit. There should be enough number of counters for this and the higher level officers should be given the responsibility.

At the venue of Investors Summit, there should be a glimpse of the natural beauty and culture of Uttarakhand. During a meeting held at Chief Minister Secretariat, preparations for the “Destination Uttarakhand: Investors Summit”, scheduled to be held in Dehradun on October 7 and 8, were reviewed. Chief Minister said that to participate in the summit, a large number of industrialists from India and abroad, CEOs and entrepreneurs of different companies will come. They will be told as why it is beneficial for them to invest in Uttarakhand. All their queries will be answered. For this, all updated information should be on fingertips of all the departmental officers, especially those related to the areas being focused in the summit.

Chief Minister said that special attention should also be given regarding availability of backwards linkage for investors. For this, women's self help groups should be associated. Selected students from technical colleges and universities should also be given the opportunity to participate in it. This will give them a lot of things to learn. We can also take advantage of this opportunity to promote tourism in Uttarakhand, especially winter tourism. Tourism is also the main focus area of the Investors Summit. In this, “fog free winter tourism” could be the punch line.

Chief Minister said that cleanliness of the city, betterment of roads, beautification etc should be done at war footing level. In any case, all the preparations should be completed by the end of this month. Uttarakhand dishes should also be kept in the food being served to the investors and entrepreneurs participating in the summit.

It was informed in the meeting that the main event will be held at Maharana Pratap Sports Stadium, Dehradun. A blueprint for the preparations has been made and the arrangements are being made accordingly. Online registration has been started. Apart from this, invitations have also been sent to entrepreneurs. By creating 12 sectors, the secretary-level officers have been given their responsibility. Venue map will also be displayed at the entry point. Prime Minister will address the inaugural session of the two day summit and Union Home Minister will address the closing session. During the two-day summit, sessions will be organized on agriculture and food processing, manufacturing, education and skills, infrastructure, IT, health and wellness and film shooting. Various Union Ministers, State Government Ministers, Secretaries and renowned industrialists from the country will address the sessions. Eight committees have been formed for all the arrangements.
