Forest & environmental clearance for Pithoragarh airport received

Forest and environmental clearance for Pithoragarh airport operations has been received. Preparation for providing tools and human resources is complete. Prime Minister Mr. Narendra Modi can inaugurate the Dehradun-Pithoragarh flight on 07 October 2018. In this regard, Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh held a meeting with the Airport Authority of India and DGCA officials.

In a meeting held at Secretariat on Wednesday, the Chief Secretary reviewed all the preparations. It was told that initially a 9 seater aircraft will run. Later, there is plan to run 20-seater aircraft. Deployment of Airport Manager, Flight Security Officer, Operation Manager has been done. Training of 75 security personnel has been completed. Apart from this, fire service personnel have also been trained. Also, Chief Secretary reviewed the expansion of Pantnagar Airport to create Green Field Airport.

80 illegal encroachments demolished 136 identified and one building sealed during anti-encroachment drive on Wednesday

In pursuance of orders of honorable courts, the exercise of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and illegal constructions on footpaths, lanes, roads and other places and sealing of illegal encroachments in Dehradun city by Mussoorie- Dehradun Development Authority, Municipal Corporation, Dehradun and district administration has been going on.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash held a meeting with the officials of the anti-encroachment task force and reviewed the progress of demolition, identification of illegal encroachments and sealing of such buildings and future course of action at Women ITI, IRTD auditorium at Survey Chowk on Wednesday. Om Prakash instructed the anti-encroachment task force officials to expedite the anti-encroachment drive. He asked the Senior Superintendent of Police (SSP) to make available police force as required by anti-encroachment task force in all the four zones and they get support of the police force so that the anti-encroachment drive could be speeded up.

 Om Prakash said that the work to remove encroachments on main roads has been going on. He said that the work to remove encroachments, identification and sealing will be expedited on the main roads. He said that officials have been instructed to ensure that any small or large hoardings removed during the anti-encroachment drive are not installed again.  

Om Prakash asked the officials that the debris of the buildings and boundary walls removed during the drive should not pose any inconvenience during rains and should be removed expeditiously. He also said that the potholes on the roads should be repaired speedily. He said that the potholes on the roads should be filled with RBM, tiles and bricks firmly so that there is no possibility of any untoward accident.

He instructed the anti-encroachment task force officials that they should speed up the interim work of identification and sealing of such residential buildings where commercial activities are being conducted.  

 Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash instructed the City Commissioner and District Magistrate to ensure cleanliness not only the main roads but also in the lanes and by-lanes of the city. He asked the Municipal Corporation that it should be ensured that garbage is not strewn anywhere.   He said that if anyone throws garbage in the open then action under rules should be taken against such persons.

Om Prakash said that a vigil should be maintained that garbage is not strewn outside the dustbins placed at different places in the city.

Additional Chief Secretary Om Prakash said that under the anti-encroachment drive on Wednesday, 80 illegal encroachments were demolished and 136 illegal encroachments identified and one building was sealed. Till date, a total of 4866 illegal encroachments have been demolished, 8598 illegal encroachments have been identified and 137 buildings have been sealed.

“Disaster Risk Assessment Data Base” launched by Finance Minister Prakash Pant

A state level one-day seminar was organized on disaster management at a local hotel in Dehradun on Wednesday. In the seminar, “Disaster Risk Assessment Data Base” was launched by Finance Minister Mr. Prakash Pant. Finance Minister asked to lay special emphasis on the important points of disaster management, which includes mitigation, rehabilitation, disaster risk, recovery. He said that the disaster cannot be prevented, but efforts can be made to minimize it. He said that all the departments of the state will be connected to this, keeping in mind the construction works in the most sensitive areas, implementation work can be done. He said that even after heavy rain, we have succeeded in preventing human loss of lives to a great extent, which has been possible due to the preparedness of disaster management in the state. He said that in order to prevent unplanned construction, Disaster Risk Data Base will be included in the action plan of all the departments, which will help in disaster mitigation.

Secretary Disaster Management Amit Singh Negi said that under the Disaster Risk Assessment Data Base, sensitive and highly sensitive places have been identified for earthquake, landslide and other natural calamities, according to which the Risk Data Base has been prepared, which is used in the government's future policies. He said that this is a great step to move towards the disaster risk and mitigation.

Member NDMA Government of India, Kamal Kishore and Executive Director, NIDM, Government of India, Anil Kumar also expressed their views. They informed that Uttarakhand is the third state in the country, which has prepared the Disaster Risk Database in the context of the disaster, which will be very useful for the Uttarakhand Government and the people.

Participants were made aware of the study by team leader DHI, Singapore Joint Venture with Asian Institute of Technology, Thailand and ERN, Mexico Tom Brakut and about the data used in this study and was also told about the results achieved from them. They also shared about the challenges, which they had to face in completing the said study. Dr. Edwardo Rennesio of ERN Mexico, Dr. Manjul Kumar of AIT, Dr. Julian Oliver of DHI Singapore and Dr. M. L. Sharma of IIT also shared their views. Additional Secretary Disaster Management Savin Bansal, while apprising the utility of the study gave memorandum of thanks in the meeting.

Technical support and component of capacity development – the Disaster Risk Assessment of Uttarakhand Study, a World Bank funded, under the Uttarakhand government, under Uttarakhand Disaster Rebuilding Project programme implementation unit, is under the progress since May 2016, which is being done through firm DHI, Singapore in Joint Venture with Asian Institute of Technology, Thailand and ERN, Mexico.

Under this study, geographical information system platforms, in relation to various disasters such as earthquake, landslide and flood have been analyzed through a wide variety of models and detailed database of Uttarakhand.  The above all data base, which is the Digital Risk Data Base (DRDB) is web based, through which it will be used in order to make quick decisions during the disaster in the state and for the preparation of the Decision Support System.

On this occasion, Minister of State for Higher Education Dr. Dhan Singh Rawat, MLA Mr. Dilip Singh Rawat, Additional Secretary Dr.V.Shanmugam, Director Disaster Management Dr. Piyush Rautela and Director of Meteorology Mr. Vikram Chauhan, about 150 subject experts of Union Government/State Government/Institutions/Education Institutions like IIRS, Wadia Institute of Geology, IMD, IIT, CBRI, IRI, PWD, Irrigation Department, DMMC etc were present.

Many efforts are being made to meet the challenges being faced in the health sector. Recently more than one thousand doctors have been appointed in the state and most of the doctors have been posted in the hilly areas. The state government is going to start one of the biggest health schemes till date shortly. Under the “ Ayushman Uttarakhand Yojna”, all the 22 lakh families of the state will get health insurance of Rs. Five lakh annually.    

 Chief Minister said that online registration has been started in 43 hospitals in the state. The facilities of x-ray, CT scan, MRI and mammography in remote 35 medical centres have been started through tele-radiology. In six health centres, E-heatl centres have been established to give facilities of medical tests.   The work to establish ICU in all the district hospitals has been started. The first ICU has been established at Pithoragarh District hospital. A total of 106 Jan Ayushadi Kendra despite the sanction of 100 such Jan Ayushadi Kendras by the central government have been started to provide medicines at cheaper rates to the general public.
