CM Rawat calls for saving Himalayas

 Uttarakhand Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat addressing a conference of Chief Minister’s and parliamentarians from Himalayan states at Shimla on Friday said that there is need to discuss about the geographical circumstances and problems faced by the Himalayan states. He said that such conferences will help plan policies which would make the Himalayas and the people living there safe. He further said that Himalayan states besides protecting the Himalayas are also fulfilling their responsibility towards environment protection and giving valuable air so necessary for life. “Himalayas do not need us but we need Himalayas which is also important from strategic point of view,” he said. 

He said that Himalayas is not only a geographical entity but an important element that directly affecting our culture, philosophy and life. The 2500 kilometer long Himalayas is known as the forehead of the country. He said that everybody is concerned about the ill effects of climate change on Himalayas. “The Himalayas which had been nurturing us from centuries is in danger due to us. We are forced to think that conservation of Himalayas is utmost important,” he said.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said a report of parliamentary panel indicated that global warming has adversely affected 968 glaciers in the Himalayan region. The rivers originating from Himlayas are in danger due to this. A total of eleven rivers originates from Himalayas and 65 per cent of the water to quench the thirst of country comes from these rivers.  Out of total forested areas of the country, 67 per cent are in the Himalayas and these forests contribute to uninterrupted water and healthy air.     

The Himalayas act as a protective shield from strategic point of view.

He said that due to human interference, agricultural land is decreasing. Chief Minister said that agricultural land has reduced by 50 per cent in Uttarakhand and is 7.01 lakh hectares only.  “We have to think that after taking so much from nature what we are returning back. The survival of Himalayas is dependent on its’ life, diversity and naturalness. We have to protect it and it is our responsibility to enrich it. The participating of everyone is necessary,” he said.    

He said that to protect our resources, we have started a small initiative in Uttarakhand by determining to rejuvenate two rivers namely Rispana and Kosi. The public has wholeheartedly participated in the campaign. “ On July 22, on a single day, 2.50 lakh saplings were planted on the banks of river Rispana and similarly 1.67 lakh saplings were planted within one hour on Kosi river bank . This was possible only due to awareness and large scale public participation,” he added.  

 Chief Minister said that in a bid to save Himalayas we have given task to every District Magistrate to own a river, a rivulet or water body and make efforts to conserve and preserve these.   He said that by plantation we can retain their water bearing capacities. By constructing and taking care of ‘Chal-Khal “ in hilly areas in the state, we can increase the water retention capacity of the hills. He further said that polythene is doing utmost harm to the Himalayan ecology and we have to avoid it’s use. To make coordination between Himalayan resources and people, we have decided to encourage organic products. On the thoughts of Prime Minister Mr. Narendra Modi, we want to turn Uttarakhand into a fully organic state. Himalayan fibres, cereals, grains and fruits are being encouraged. “ Our steps may look small but to save Himalayas, to save its ecology and to make the Himalayan system survive, these would have far reaching effects,” he said.

He said that to fulfil our needs and to decrease pressure on the resources, we have focused on small hydro-electric projects and solar energy. Uttarakhand has appointed 10,000 “Aapda Mitras” to provide immediate relief and help during natural disasters

Destination Uttarakhand 2018 Investors Summit

Interacting with the media persons regarding the preparations of the Destination Uttarakhand 2018 Investors Summit at Media Centre on Friday, Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that all arrangements for the Summit are complete. He said that in order to receive suggestions from the state’s entrepreneurs for the Uttarakhand Investor Summit-2018, four sectoral based mini conclaves had been organised on the various subjects including Ayush, Herbal, pharma and aromatic plants, tourism, wellness, film shooting and tourism, automobile and food processing in the month of July and August 2018, in the districts of Haridwar, Tehri, Bhimtal (Nainital) and Udham Singh Nagar. He said that in order to attract investors for investment in the state, road shows were organised in major cities of the country including Bangalore, Hyderabad, Ahmedabad, Mumbai and New Delhi in the month of August.

Chief Minister said that whatever suggestions and inputs were received pertaining to the policies and investment from the investors, necessary action has been taken by the government. In the road shows, while expressing their immense interest towards investing in the state, the investors had shows great enthusiasm towards investment in the agro and food processing sector, solar power generation, medicity, infrastructure, tourism and auto and foundry.

To promote investment in the hill districts of the state, the State Government is working on 13 Districts 13 New Destination. Through this, there is target to attract more and more tourists to the hills. Aromatic farming clusters are being developed in the hills through the Aroma Policy.

Organic farming is being promoted and food processing, floriculture, rural tourism, home stay, Ayush and wellness are all such areas where efforts are been made to attract the investors so that the villagers can get the economic benefits. He said that the result of these efforts is that the MoU of about Rs 80,000 crore investment in the state are under progress. Out of which, MoU of Rs 75,000 crore investment proposals have been signed. These includes MoU of Rs 27,000 crore in solar power sector, Rs 14,000 crore in health sector, Rs 11,000 crore in manufacturing sector, Rs 13,000 crores in tourism sector, Rs 5,500 crore in IT sector and Rs 5,000 crore in food processing sector. Chief Minister informed that not only this, MoUs have been done for investment in the districts, which includes setting up of total of 359 industries with investment of Rs 1638.57 crores. The district wise break up is 30 industries in Haridwar, 66 in Udham Singh Nagar, 31 in Nainital, 69 in Dehradun, 20 in Tehri, 38 in Pauri, 30 in Chamoli, 20 in Almora, 10 in Rudraprayag, 19 in Champawat, 11 in Uttarkashi, 11 in Pithoragarh and 4 in Bageshwar. These industries will provide direct benefit to 13860 local youth.

Chief Minister said that in the Investors Summit, we have given special attention to investment in hill and rural areas and MoU for more and more investment in sectors of tourism and hospitality, food processing, horticulture, floriculture, herb and hamstring, pharma natural fiber, solar energy and biotechnology have been done. This investment will not only strengthen the economic condition of the state but also strengthen the industrial environment in the state and will provide proper market to local products besides increasing employment opportunities. He informed that representatives of industrial houses like ITC, Reliance, Pawanhans, Amul, Vardhman, Hero Motocorp, C & S, Radisson Group, Iberex Expedition, Azure Power etc. are participating in the Summit.

Chief Minister said that investors of Japan, Czech Republic, Argentina, Mauritius and Nepal will also participate. Chief Minister said that the conference will be inaugurated by Prime Minister Mr. Narendra Modi on October 07 and the closing session will be chaired by the Union Minister of Home Affairs Mr. Rajnath Singh on 08th October. He said that Union Minister for Road Transport, Highways & Shipping Mr. Nitin Gadkari, Union Railway Minister Mr. Piyush Goyal, Union Minister for Information Technology & Electronics Mr. Ravi Shankar Prasad, Union Minister for Food Processing Mrs. Harsimrat Kaur Badal, Union Minister of State for Tourism (Independent Charge) Mr. K.J.Alphons, Minister of State for Commerce and Industry Mr. C.R. Chaudhary and CEO of Herbal Park Mr. Ravindra Chaudhary, will participate in the sessions focused on different subjects.  

Chief Minister said that in order to promote investors and to provide job opportunities to the youth and to raise their economic status, for the first time, 10 new policies have been framed by the State Government by holding five cabinet meetings in the last one month. He said that the government has plans to make economic utilisation of Pirul, which is known as a waste product in the hills. After the inaugural session, eight sectoral sessions on the 12 focus sectors such as Tourism and Hospitality, Agriculture and Food Processing, Horticulture, Floriculture, Herb and Aromatic Plants, Wellness and Ayush, Pharma, Automobile, Natural Fiber, Information Technology, Renewable Energy, Biotechnology, Film Shooting, Infrastructure Development, Education, Skill Development and Startup Topics would be oorganised. CM Rawat inaugurates ‘Atal Setu’ at Mokhampur

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat inaugurated ‘Atal Setu’ (flyover) at Mokhampur on Friday. The 1050 meters long and 18.80 meters wide Road over Bridge (ROB) has been completed two months before the stipulated time.

 Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat had instructed the working agency to complete the flyover on time keeping in view the public convenience. The bridge was estimated to cost Rs.60 crore but was constructed at a cost of Rs.43 crore. The bridge has been named as ‘Atal Setu’ to commemorate the memory of former Prime Minister Atal Bihar Vajpayee. The bridge will ease traffic congestion. Speaking on the occasion Chief Minister said that many extensions were given during the construction of Ballupur and Balliwala flyovers and the width of those flyovers was also reduced. The Chief Minister announced that soon the work on Jogiwala flyover will also start. The reconstruction of a temple affected by the flyover will also be done.

He said that the officials have been instructed to complete the reconstruction of the roads in the state within a month.

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that soon a 300 bed hospital for women and newly born children will be constructed at Harrawala.   He said that tomorrow, the new Dat Kali tunnel will also be inaugurated which has been completed three months before the stipulated time.  

Prem Chand Aggarwal, Speaker of the Vidhan Sabha said that general public will get relief with the construction of the bridge. He thanked the Chief Minister for getting the bridge constructed before the stipulated period and said that his strong will power and sentiments to get the work done has given big relief to the common people.
