 CM Rawat inaugurate ‘Maa Kunjapuri Mela’ at Narendra Nagar
Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat inaugurated the 43rd Siddhpeeth Maa Kunjapuri Tourism and Development mela-2018 at Ramleela Grounds at Narendranagar on Wednesday. The projects which were inaugurated included strengthening and flood control works from Dhalwala bridge to Chanderbhaga bridge on the left side of Chanderbhaga river in Tehri Garhwal district.  The projects for which foundation stones were laid included Centre of Excellence of Organic farming, Tehri Bhawan and repair and strengthening of Dabarkhal-Bhesyaro-motor road in Narendranagar assembly segment.  The Chief Minister also evaluated the stalls put up by various departments and the tableaus taken out by school students during the Mela.   

  Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat congratulated the people on ‘Navratras’ and said that development of hills is associated with the interest of the state and his government is committed for the development of the hilly areas. He said that he has show cased the geographical diversity of Uttarakhand before the country and the world and this has resulted in investors across the globe attracted towards Uttarakhand. He said that we have to frame such policies for Uttarakhand which could make the future of youth. “ We have to make the youth of the state entrepreneurs so that they can give employment to others. Reconstruction work of various roads of Tapovan, concretization work of Gular-Salab-Bhagwa Sera motorway, concretization work of Narendranagar-Dagar-Soni Fart Motorway, completion of Phase II construction of Gontachali-Ghatakaran Motorway, Advani Besi Motorway expansion upto Kapokhri, completing the second phase of Odanda-Pasar-Danda motorway, New construction of Hidola-Mudala motorway, linking the Kargil Shaheed Jagat Singh Motorway to the main road, completion of remaining construction work of Sansman-Kaundiala motorway, new construction of Satya Danda-Paliadanda-Kasmoli motorway, concretization work of Taila-Koteshwar Motorway and concretization work Soarpani-Chamara Devi Motorway.

Efforts are being made to develop Sri Badrinath Dham as per master plan: CS Utpal Kumar Singh

In order to develop Sri Badrinath Dham under the master plan in future, Chief Secretary Mr. Utpal Kumar Singh and Tourism Secretary Mr. Dilip Jawalkar discussed the proposed master plan with the consultation of Company hired by government in Badrinath Dham. He said that Sri Kedarnath Dham is being developed with the master plan, which has been appreciated by all the people. Chief Secretary said that as compared to the past, this year the number of pilgrims and tourists have increased. He said that in coming time, with the completion of the work of the All Weather Road and Rail Project, record number of pilgrims are expected to visit Badrinath Dham. Keeping in mind the future, the plan is to develop Badrinath Dham under the master plan. Chief Secretary and the Tourism Secretary took minute details from the consultant about the proposed master plan. During this, they also held a meeting with the district level officers and took information about the proposed works at the Dham. Chief Secretary instructed the officials to share the proposed and operational works in Badrinath with the Data Consultant, so that the proposed works can be included in the final master plan.

Tourism Secretary Dilip Jawalkar said that the number of tourists reaching the Dham has increased steadily due to good helicopter connectivity in the state. Also, if the road facilities develop, the number of tourists will increase significantly in the future. He said that in the next 15-20 years, in order to ensure that tourists can get good facilities, the planning of the town is being done. He said that further action will be taken as the blueprint is prepared as directed by the Chief Secretary and in that local people will also be included.

Chief Secretary and Tourism Secretary also visited the last village Mana and took information from the officials about the proposed work. During this, Chief Secretary said that effort will be made to prepare a comprehensive plan at the government level to promote the famous handicrafts of the village, so that craftsman can get the full benefit of this. CS visit Kedarnath Dham, gave necessary instructions to complete work

  Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh and Tourism Secretary Dilip Jawalkar reached Kedarnath Dham by helicopter and inspected replica, pathways, ‘Uddav Kund’ and other works and gave necessary instructions to the departmental officers and asked them to complete the work on time.

Chief Secretary Utpal Kumar Singh instructed the irrigation department to complete the work by October 31. He asked the power department to either replace the dangling electric wires from MI-26 to the temple or to make them underground. He asked the National institute of Mountaineering (NIM) to make Wirekate at Kedarpuri attractive by having a protection wall or giving it a slight slope and instructed the DDMA for early completion of work of Haat bazaar being constructed in front of biometric so that the problems of shopkeepers could be redressed on time.

 He also instructed that there should be equal gap between the shops at Haat bazaar, green lawns in front of shops instead of concrete, removal of sign boards between Rudra point and Kedarpuri, removal of old structure of BKTC on the other side of Mandakini river at old Ghora Padav, removal of three illegal tin sheds at Kawra House, opening of ‘Uddav kund’ and repair of passage between helipad and temple.      

  He also instructed the working agency to make straight path from replica in front of the temple so that there are no long queues from Mandakini ghat to temple and the pilgrims need not make long turn to visit the temple. He also emphasized on cleanliness in the temple premises and putting up of mats at the open space in front of pops so that the entire Kedarpuri look attractive.

Industrial Development Scheme-2017 for Uttarakhand: Date of online registration extended upto Oct 31, 2018

Director Industries Mr. Sudhir Chandra Nautiyal has said that the notification of the Government of India on 23rd April, 2018, under the approved Industrial Development Scheme-2017 for Uttarakhand and Himachal Pradesh, the new units to be established after April 01, 2017, in order to promote the industrialization of the state and for the expansion of the existing units, central capital investment incentive for access to credit at the rate of 30 per cent of the investment in plant and machinery with an upper limit of Rs 5 crore and reimbursement of 100 per cent insurance premium on insurance of building and plant and machinery for a maximum period of five years from the date of commencement of commercial operation has been provided. He informed that according to the notification of the scheme, for the units starting commercial production from April 1, 2017 and afterwards, had to get mandatory online registration by 30th September, 2018 but now the period of online registration has been extended upto 31st October, 2018 by the Government of India. All such units, which have not yet registered, can register their units on the portal of DIPP, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India till 31st October, 2018. The information required in this regard can be obtained from DIPP, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India, Directorate of Industry, Uttarakhand and District Industry Center of concerned zone.

Notably, in the Scheduled Caste Sub Plan, there is a provision of Rs. 1460.96 crore in the financial year 2018-19. So far, various departments have sanctioned Rs. 563.72 crores for various schemes and till September, Rs.175.51 crore have been utilized. While Scheduled Tribe Sub Plan has a provision of Rs. 477.03 crores in the financial year 2018-19 against which Rs. 204.52 crores have been approved and till September Rs. 70.57 crores have been utilized.

Ajay Tamta, Koshiyari plead with Railways Minister for Tanakpur-Bageshwar railway line

 Union Minister of State for Textiles Ajay Tamta and Nainital Lok Sabha MP Bhagat Singh Koshiyari met Union Railways Minister Piyush Goel in New Delhi on Wednesday and requested him to start the work on Tanakpur-Bageshwar railway line. In his letter to Railway Minister in this regard, Ajay Tamta Has said that the people of his parliamentary constituency Almora had been agitating for past several decades for Tanakpur-Bageshwar railway line. He further said that for this railway line since the days of British in 1912 till 2010-11, several surveys had been done. He had raised the issue during the railway budget debate and requested for early start of the project.

 He said that Defence Ministry before Petitions Committee of Rajya Sabha had identified Tanakpur- Bageshwar railway line as a strategic project. The committee in it’s 141st report had recommended early start on the project. He said that delay in the project has led to resentment amongst the local people. He also mentioned about the letter written by Bageshwar-Tanakpur Rail Marg Sangharash Samiti and letter written by MP Bhagat Singh Koshiyari in this regard. It has been mentioned in these letters that before the Petition Committee of the parliament a need for 14 new railway lines important from strategic point view was felt. Out of these 14 railway lines in the country, three are in Uttarakhand namely Rishikesh-Karanprayag-Chamoli, Tanak-Bageshwar and Tankpur- Jauljibi. He said that after Tanakpur-Bageshwar 80 kms line, the railway line of 35 km for Jauljibi will be laid.  Out of these railway lines, except Tanakpur-Bageshwar-Jauljibi, all the railway lines have been declared as national projects by the central government including Rishikesh-Karanprayag line.

 They pleaded that keeping in view the national security and strategic importance, the Tanakpur-Bageshwar railway line should be started immediately.  Thie strategic project should be taken up as a national project as it will facilitate the people of India and Nepal.
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
