Union Finance Secretary met CM Rawat

 
Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat met Union Finance Secretary Mr. Hansmukh Bhai Adhia at secretariat on Thursday. Union Joint Secretary Finance Mr. Shashank, Additional Chief Secretary Radha Raturi, Secretary Finance Amit Negi, Secretary to Chief Minister Radhika Jha and Managing Director,SIDCUL Saujanya were present on the occasion.    

Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that it has been the endeavor of the state government to encourage power and tourism sector to generate more revenue but due to various reasons, hydro-power projects worth Rs. 40,000 crore are pending in the state. This has to led not only to loss of revenue but the state has to buy power from outside for its’ own power needs. He said that the projections by the 14th Finance Commission of income-expenses of the state has found to be different due to ground realities and the state has been denied the revenue deficit grant.       

Chief Minister stressed the need for forming a task force for states having deficit due to GST under the Finance ministry. He said that it would give relief to the smaller states.  He further said that detailed project report (DPR) of the convention centre at Rishikesh.

 Union Finance Secretary Mr. Hansmukh Bhai Adhia informed Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat that information is sought from GST affected states of Jammu & Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Bihar, Puduchery and Uttarakhand. He said that he has already visited five of these states before coming to Uttarakhand. He said that efforts are being made to compensate these states affected by the GST. He further said that with the introduction of new return system this problem would be sorted out.

He said that there are tremendous potential in tourism sector in the state. He hoped that the investor friendly policies made by the state would bring in investment possibilities.   

He said that effective steps are needed to attract Investors at the state level and officials should be entrusted with responsibilities. Union Secretary said that efforts should be made that the convention centre being constructed at Rishikesh should have all the facilities like convention centre at Geneva and could be made into ‘Geneva on India’.

He said that lot of appreciable work has been done in many sectors in Uttarakhand. Terming the holding of ‘Investors summit’ in state’s interest, he said that it takes time to implement any plan but it would have far reaching results.The Union secretary assured the Chief Minister that he will discuss the problems related with the state with 15th finance Commission.

CS takes meeting of State Level Monitoring Committee of Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana
