Union Home Ministry has launched a portal www.cybercrime.gov.in, where any citizen can get a complaint registered regarding the circulation of obscene content of children (pornography), vulgar sexual content and online sexual abuse. In addition, one can also make anonymous complaints about child pornography and child sexual abuse content or sexual matters related to rape and gang rape. Based on the information given on this portal, action will be taken by the concerned State Police for removal of such content and legal action will be taken by the respective police station.
