Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat instructed to provide immediate medical treatment to those injured and air lifting of those seriously injured by helicopter to Dehradun for specialized treatment. On his instructions, the seriously injured were airlifted by helicopter to Dehradun. The Chief Minister also sought details of the accident from Disaster Management Secretary Amit Negi and District Magistrate, Uttarakashi and instructed that the family members of those killed and injured be immediately paid ex-gratia relief amount.
