NABARD High Powered Committee meeting held

In a meeting of the NABARD High Powered Committee (HPC) held at Secretariat on Monday, the projects funded by NABARD in the current financial year were reviewed. Secretary, Finance Mr. Amit Singh Negi informed that for the next financial year 2019-20, under the NABARD RIDF project, budget provision of approximately Rs. 1000 crores for the Public Works Department, irrigation, drinking water, rural development, rural construction, school education, animal husbandry, agriculture, MSME, horticulture, technical education, fisheries department and Rs. 800 crores of disbursement from NABARD has been decided.  

The meeting was attended by the officers of NABARD, Secretary Animal Husbandry R. Meenakshi Sundaram, Secretary Forest Arvind Singh Hayanki and other concerned departments.

GMVN Gas Agencies to continue operations

On the issue of a memorandum being submitted to the Tourism Minister regarding reconsidering the orders issued by the Garhwal Mandal Vikas Nigam (GMVN) MD, wherein he had ordered that consumers of Gas Agencies of Tuni, Yamkeshwar, Bhawar and Pokhra, being operated by GMVN should be attached with the nearby gas agencies, and also requesting the Minister for continuation of the gas supply services from the earlier operators, Secretary Tourism Mr. Dilip Jawalkar has directed GMVN Managing Director to continue the operations of these gas agencies.  He has mentioned in the letter to GMVN MD that if the services of these gas agencies are attached with the surrounding agencies, rural gas consumers living in the remote areas will have to face difficulty. Secretary Tourism instructed the Garhwal Mandal Vikas Nigam to continue the operations of the agencies until a final decision regarding the losses being incurred by the Indian Oil Corporation Limited for running the said gas agencies is being taken at the government level. He also directed the GMVN MD to convene a meeting with the competent authorities of the Indian Oil Corporation. Tourism Minister has assured the pubic representatives, who had submitted the memorandum, that the above agencies will continue as it is.  

Notably, on December 22, GMVN MD had written a letter to the Indian Oil Corporation Limited Deputy General Manager (LPG Sales), Dehradun stating that due to loss, the consumers of the gas agencies of Tuni, Yamkeshwar, Bhawar and Pokhra being operated by the Corporation should be attached with the nearby gas agencies and it was expected that after December 31, 2018, the operations of the said gas agencies should be conducted by the nearby gas agencies.

Remaining amount of Rs 200 crores of district plan released to all 13 districts on CM Rawat’s instructions

On the instructions of the Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat, to provide 100 per cent benefit of the departmental schemes to the people, the remaining amount of Rs 200 crores of the district plan has been released to all the 13 districts. Chief Minister instructed Secretary Finance that shortage of funds should not come in the way of completing the schemes. He also instructed the Secretary Finance to continuously monitor the departmental schemes.

Government Order has been issued by Secretary Finance Mr. Amit Singh Negi to release the remaining amount of Rs 200 crore rupees for the fiscal year 2018-19 under the Department wise/Work wise Approved Outlay limit by the District Planning Committee. The said amount has been released to the districts – the break-up is Rs. 158.20 crore for general grant, Rs. 35.58 crore for Special Component Plan (SCP) and Rs. 6,22,02000 for Tribal Sub Plan (TSP).

New Year Gift to all Urban Local Bodies by State Government

On the New Year, the state government has given a gift to all the Urban Local Bodies. Chief Minister Mr. Trivendra Singh Rawat said that government will not allow the paucity of the funds for the local bodies. He said that the state government is committed to the development of local bodies. Every possible effort will be made by the government to strengthen the urban local bodies. In this series, a total of Rs 186 crore 32 lakh 84 thousand have been released for the quarterly installment (final installment) for the Financial Year 2018-19.

According to the decisions taken by the Government on the recommendations of the Fourth State Finance Commission recommendations, for all the urban local bodies (Municipal Corporation, Nagar Palika Parishad and Nagar Panchayat), the government order for releasing the fourth quarter installment of Rs 186 crore 32 lakh 84 thousand for the financial year 2018-19 has been issued by Finance Secretary Mr. Amit Negi. Under this, an amount of Rs 65 crore 66 lakh 60 thousand has been released for 08 Municipal Corporations including 2 Corporation of Rishikesh and Kotdwar. A total of Rs 65 crore 32 lakh 35 thousand have been released for Nagar Palika Parishad. An amount of Rs 11 crore 25 lakh 35 thousand has been released to the Nagar Panchayats. All the 13 district panchayats of the state have been disbursed a total amount of Rs 42 crores 64 lakh 86 thousand.

From the amount released to Municipal Corporation, Nagar Palika Parishad and Nagar Panchayat, payment for path prakash, Jal Sansthan, salary and allowances of employees, clearance of claims of retired employees and payment for development works will be made. From the amount released to the district panchayats, moey will be utilized on sewerage and solid waste management, septage management, drainage and sanitation, maintainence of community assets, street lights, construction of Anganwadi buildings, construction of additional class rooms, salary, allowances and development works.
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
